
Instrument of appointment of Chairman

Public Inquiry into the Deaths of Reverend Black and Mrs O’Hara and the Transmission of Hepatitis C/HIV from Blood and Blood Products to National Health Service Patients in Scotland

Instrument of Appointment under the Inquiries Act 2005

Introduction

1. The Scottish Ministers make this instrument of appointment in pursuance of the requirements of section 4 of the Inquiries Act 2005 (“the 2005 Act”).

2. “The Inquiry” means the inquiry into the deaths of the Reverend David Black and Mrs Eileen O’Hara and the transmission of Hepatitis C/HIV from blood and blood products to National Health Service patients in Scotland.  The terms of reference (within the meaning of section 5(6) of the 2005 Act) which have been agreed with the chairman are attached.

3. The Inquiry is to be held under the 2005 Act.

4. The Scottish Ministers have caused the Inquiry to be held in exercise of their powers under section 1 of the 2005 Act.

Appointment of Inquiry Panel

5. The Right Honourable Lord Penrose is hereby appointed as chairman of the Inquiry with effect from 12th January 2009.

6. The Inquiry shall be undertaken by the chairman alone.  The Scottish Ministers do not propose to appoint other members to the inquiry panel.

Setting-up date

7. For the purposes of the 2005 Act, the setting up date is 13th January 2009.

Relevant part of the United Kingdom

8. This is an Inquiry for which the Scottish Ministers are responsible.  Section 28 (Scottish Inquiries) of the 2005 Act therefore applies.

9. The relevant part of the United Kingdom in relation to the Inquiry is Scotland.

Applicable Rules

10. The Inquiries (Scotland) Rules 2007 (SSI 2007/560) shall apply to the Inquiry in their entirety.
