NOTES FOR APPLICANTS

Part I: Application for designation as a Core Participant

1.
Rule 4 of the Inquiries (Scotland) Rules 2007 requires Lord Penrose, when considering whether to designate a person as a Core Participant, to have regard to whether that person:
(a) played, or may have played, a direct and significant role in relation to the matters to which the Inquiry relates;

(b) has a significant interest in an important aspect of the matters to which the Inquiry relates; or

(c) may be subject to significant or explicit criticism–

(i) during the proceedings at the Inquiry, or
(ii) in the final report of the Inquiry (or any interim report).
2.
However Lord Penrose is not under a duty to designate as a core participant every person who satisfies those criteria.  Having regard to his duty under section 17 (3) of the Act to act with fairness and to avoid unnecessary cost it may be necessary, in the best interests of the efficient and cost-effective management of the Inquiry, for Lord Penrose to select and designate representative core participants who are able to reflect a class of interests to ensure sufficient representation of that class of interests to enable reliable conclusions to be reached expeditiously and without undue expense.  Consequently, not everyone who applies and meets the criteria set out in Rule 4 of the Rules, will be designated as a core participant. 
Part II: Notification of recognised legal representative
3.
It is usual, but not obligatory, for core participants to be legally represented before public inquiries such as this.  Where core participants appoint a qualified lawyer, that lawyer will normally be regarded as their recognised legal representative in the Inquiry.  But Rule 6 of the Rules enables Lord Penrose to direct that core participants with similar interests share joint legal representation. 
4.
Where a core participant has a recognised legal representative all communications from the Inquiry team will, unless the Rules require otherwise, normally be sent only to that legal representative.
